Our Sabbath Rest

     In Psalm 145:14 we read: “The Lord upholds all who fall and lifts up all who are bowed down.”  The Lord lifts up all who are bowed down by giving us Jesus, our “Sabbath Rest…”

1) In hopeless circumstances, Jesus is my Sabbath retreat.

     9 Rejoice greatly, Daughter Zion! Shout, Daughter Jerusalem!  See, your king comes to you, righteous and victorious, lowly and riding on a donkey, on a colt, the foal of a donkey…10b He will proclaim peace to the nations. His rule will extend from sea to sea and from the River to the ends of the earth. 11 As for you, because of the blood of my covenant with you, I will free your prisoners from the waterless pit. 12 Return to your fortress, you prisoners of hope; even now I announce that I will restore twice as much to you.

2) Through hard struggles, Jesus is my Sabbath rescue.

     21 So I find this law at work: Although I want to do good, evil is right there with me. 22 For in my inner being I delight in God’s law; 23 but I see another law at work in me, waging war against the law of my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin at work within me. 24 What a wretched man I am! Who will rescue me from this body that is subject to death? 25 Thanks be to God, who delivers me through Jesus Christ our Lord!

3) Under heavy stress, Jesus is my Sabbath rest.

     28 “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.”

     9 There remains, then, a Sabbath-rest for the people of God…
