“Lost or Led?”
     How do we find our way in life?  How do we choose the right path?  Today we pray with the Psalmist: “Show me your ways, Lord, teach me your paths.” Are you lost in the darkness or led by the Light?

1) Are you lost in sin or led by Adonai LORDSHIP?
     26 If a righteous person turns from their righteousness and commits sin, they will die for it; because of the sin they have committed they will die. 27 But if a wicked person turns away from the wickedness they have committed and does what is just and right, they will save their life. 28 Because they consider all the offenses they have committed and turn away from them, that person will surely live; they will not die… 32 For I take no pleasure in the death of anyone, declares the Sovereign Lord. Repent and live!

3) Are you lost in stubbornness or led by authentic LIGHT?
     23 Jesus entered the temple courts, and, while he was teaching, the chief priests and the elders of the people came to him. “By what authority are you doing these things?” they asked. “And who gave you this authority?” 24 Jesus replied, “I will also ask you one question. If you answer me, I will tell you by what authority I am doing these things. 25 John’s baptism—where did it come from? Was it from heaven, or of human origin?” They discussed it among themselves and said, “If we say, ‘From heaven,’ he will ask, ‘Then why didn’t you believe him?’ 26 But if we say, ‘Of human origin’—we are afraid of the people, for they all hold that John was a prophet.” 27 So they answered Jesus, “We don’t know.” Then he said, “Neither will I tell you by what authority I am doing these things.”
