1) My delight comes from KNOWING.

21Do you not know? Have you not heard? Has it not been told you
from the beginning? Have you not understood since the earth was
founded? 22 He sits enthroned above the circle of the earth, and its
people are like grasshoppers. He stretches out the heavens like a
canopy, and spreads them out like a tent to live in. 23 He brings
princes to naughtand reduces the rulers of this world to nothing.
24No sooner are they planted, no sooner are they sown, no sooner do
they take root in the ground, than he blows on them and they wither,
and a whirlwind sweeps them away like chaff. 2° “To whom will you
compare me?

Just
this: that in preaching the gospel I may offer it free of charge, and so
not make full use of my rights as a preacher of the gospel.
