“The stone the builders rejected has become the cornerstone.” 
Psalm 118:22 

 
1) Sovereign Lord VINDICATES His persecuted prophets. 
     4 The Sovereign LORD has given me a well-instructed tongue, to 
know the word that sustains the weary. He wakens me morning by 
morning, wakens my ear to listen like one being instructed. 5 The 
Sovereign LORD has opened my ears; I have not been rebellious, I have 
not turned away. 6 I offered my back to those who beat me, my cheeks 
to those who pulled out my beard; I did not hide my face from mocking 
and spitting. 7 Because the Sovereign LORD helps me, I will not be 
disgraced. Therefore have I set my face like flint, and I know I will not 
be put to shame. 8 He who vindicates me is near. Who then will bring 
charges against me? Let us face each other! Who is my accuser? Let him 
confront me! 9 It is the Sovereign LORD who helps me. Who will 
condemn me?

2) God the Father EXALTS His Servant Son. 
     5 In your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as 
Christ Jesus: 6 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality 
with God something to be used to his own advantage; 7 rather, he made 
himself nothing by taking the very nature of a servant, being made in 
human likeness. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled 
himself by becoming obedient to death—even death on a cross! 
9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name 
that is above every name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should 
bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue 
acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.

3) We BLESS Christ our King! 
     12 The next day the great crowd that had come for the festival heard 
that Jesus was on his way to Jerusalem. 13 They took palm branches and 
went out to meet him, shouting, “Hosanna!” “Blessed is he who comes 
in the name of the Lord!” “Blessed is the king of Israel!” 14 Jesus found 
a young donkey and sat on it, as it is written: 15 “Do not be afraid, 
Daughter Zion; see, your king is coming, seated on a donkey’s colt.”
